Fedeler moved, seconded by Bond to approve the 28E agreement for Funding for Services with Northeast Iowa Community Action Corporation.  All ayes, motion carried.

Fedeler moved, seconded by Daisy to approve a permit submitted by Alliant Energy for work being done within city limits. All ayes, motion carried.

Beatty moved, seconded by Fedeler to approve the utility payment agreement for account #01-277. Council advised City Clerk to send out a reminder of the City’s ordinance regarding late utility payments. All ayes, motion carried.

Council then had a budget work session.  Council reviewed and discussed revenue and expenditures for each fund for the 2026-2027 budget.

Bond moved, seconded by Beatty to adjourn the meeting. All ayes, motion carried.
